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Teen Hope Registration Form 2025 – 2026

Teen Hope welcomes youth in grades 7 through 12, including 18-year-olds currently enrolled in school.

About Teen Hope
Teen Hope was established by Simply Hope Family Outreach to address gaps in youth services and provide a supportive environment where teens can safely explore and discuss the challenges of adolescence. The center’s mission is to empower young people to reach their full potential and become productive members of their communities.

Participation at Teen Hope requires registration to ensure the center has all necessary waivers, emergency information, and a signed Code of Conduct on file. Both youth and parents are expected to review and acknowledge these documents. Compliance with the Code of Conduct is mandatory for all participants.

Teen Hope Participation Fee Update
Starting February 2026, Teen Hope will no longer require a monthly participation fee. We want to ensure the program is accessible to all youth.
While participation is free, we welcome voluntary donations from families and community members. These contributions help support activities, supplies, field trips, and the nightly dinners provided to teens.
• Donations are optional and can be made at any time. 
• All contributions directly support Teen Hope programming and youth activities. 
• Families may give in any amount that feels comfortable.
No teen will ever be excluded from Teen Hope due to financial circumstances.

Youth Rights and Responsibilities
Rights:
· A safe, inclusive environment free from harassment and discrimination.
· Respect from peers, staff, and volunteers.
Responsibilities:
· Follow the Youth Code of Conduct at all times.
· Treat staff, peers, and the facility with respect.
· Check in and out using their personal scan card upon entering or leaving.
· Report any unsafe, illegal, or concerning behavior to staff.
· Maintain a clean and orderly space.
· Adhere to school and center policies when using technology.
· Follow general facility rules.

Mandatory Reporting Policy Teen Hope is a mandatory reporting facility. Staff are legally required to report any suspected child or elder abuse, neglect, or any indication that a participant intends to harm themselves or others.

Pick-Up Policy
All teens must be picked up by 6:20 PM. Teen Hope closes promptly at 6:30 PM. Only custodial guardians or immediate family members (e.g., siblings) are permitted to pick up youth. Non-familial individuals may only pick up a teen with prior notice and explicit consent from the custodial guardian. For safety and confidentiality, individuals picking up a teen are not allowed past the check-in desk.

Teen Hope is a free community center, not a babysitting service. We operate on the basis of mutual trust. Staff cannot physically prevent any teen from leaving the premises, and we rely on open communication between teens and guardians regarding transportation and expectations. Teen Hope cannot be held liable if a teen chooses to leave the center without permission or misleads staff about their transportation plans.

Late Pick-Up Fee Policy (Effective February 3, 2025)
A $25 late fee will be charged for any pick-up occurring after 6:30 PM. Unpaid fees will result in the temporary suspension of the teen’s participation in Teen Hope activities until the balance is resolved. Although Teen Hope is a free community center, this policy is necessary to cover the cost of extended staffing after hours.

Transportation Policy
Teen Hope provides transportation for eligible participants. All riders must:
- Follow the driver's instructions at all times.
- Maintain a safe and respectful environment during transport.
- Sign the transportation waiver and release prior to using the service.
In case of an emergency, drivers will contact emergency personnel and notify parents as soon as staff are available.

Attendance Restrictions
Teen Hope events are generally open to all registered members. However, staff reserve the right to determine event suitability for individual members based on prior experiences or safety considerations. These decisions will be made on a case-by-case basis.

Behavioral Procedures
· Teen Hope uses a clear, progressive approach to address behavioral issues, with consequences based on the severity and frequency of the behavior.
· Verbal warnings and behavioral redirection will be given by staff. Teens may receive up to three warnings, depending on the nature and seriousness of the behavior.
· If the behavior continues or is more severe, parents or guardians will be contacted, and the teen will be required to leave early that day.
· In certain cases, the teen may not be allowed to return for a temporary reentry period, during which time expectations will be reviewed and discussed before the teen is welcomed back.
· Additional or serious incidents may result in further consequences, including the following:
· Same-day removal from the center
· Parent/guardian notification
· Temporary suspension
· Involvement of law enforcement
· Permanent dismissal from the center and activities
All behavioral decisions are made to support the safety, respect, and well-being of everyone at Teen Hope. If you would like more information or a copy of our full behavior policy, please contact the center.

Sensitive Topics and Discussions
Teen Hope provides an environment where youth may raise questions or discuss sensitive topics, including but not limited to sexuality, identity, peer pressure, and substance use. Staff strive to guide these conversations in an age-appropriate, respectful, and informative manner. While we aim to foster open dialogue, not all peer-to-peer conversations can be continuously monitored. Staff will intervene if any discussion becomes inappropriate, harmful, or violates center rules. Inappropriate or offensive language will be addressed and stopped.

Funding Notice: Simply Hope Family Outreach and Teen Hope are partially funded by the Idaho Office of Drug Policy and the Idaho Department of Juvenile Corrections through the Safe Teen Assessment Center Grant. Violation of policies related to drug, nicotine, or alcohol use may jeopardize continued funding and support.
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Youth Code of Conduct
Youth are expected to:

- Leave judgment at the door and help create an inclusive, welcoming space.
- Follow all check-in and check-out protocols.
- Show respect by following directions from Teen Hope staff and the Youth Leadership Team.
- Avoid physical aggression, vulgar gestures, and discriminatory remarks.
- Be honest and act with integrity.
- Treat all participants and staff with respect—no bullying or intimidation.
- Use appropriate language at all times.
- Keep noise levels appropriate inside and around the center.
- Avoid using or possessing drugs, alcohol, nicotine, or vape products.
- Follow the center’s hands-off policy and avoid sexual behavior.
- Respect Teen Hope property—do not vandalize or deface center materials.
- Respect others’ belongings and only use items with permission.
- Clean up after themselves and assist when asked.
- Never bring weapons of any kind onto the premises.
- Follow the Teen Hope dress code.
- Refrain from bringing fireworks or flammable materials.
- Store bikes, skateboards, and longboards in designated areas.
- Adhere to all policies outlined in the Teen & Parent Policy Guide and report any concerns to staff.
- Accept consequences for inappropriate behavior.
