Brothers and Sisters, do not be afraid to allow God to draw you back to your 
true identity. You are his, and he is yours. You are a beloved son or 
daughter.

Fasting and Lent:   The two required days of fasting during Lent are Ash Wednesday and 

Good Friday. These are also days of abstinence. All Roman Catholics who are 18 but not yet 

59 are required to both fast and abstain from meat on those days.  The season of Lent 

emphasizes three things: prayer, fasting, almsgiving.  Prayer means prayer, that's pretty 

simple. Almsgiving refers to acts of charity or generosity. And fasting refers to going 

without something, especially something on which weôve become dependent, something we 

think we canôt live without, or something that distracts us from God.

Policy on Mass Intentions:   While the parishes wish to be supportive of the need for Mass intentions for 
loved ones, in fairness to all we have decided to set the limits as follows:  1. We can only schedule for 1 year 
in advance. 2. Cost for the Mass is $5.00 per intention.  3. Only 3 Masses per person will be accepted for the 
year. 4. If there is a large amount of money available, the church will ask if part of it can be a donation, or if 
part of it can be sent to the Seminary or the missions to be used there.   
We hope this clarifies the method of scheduling Mass intentions for the parishes and we hope you 
understand.
