FROM OUR PASTOR

The Great Commision

Christians were persecuted from the very beginning, and continued to be persecuted for the first 300
years of the Christian faith. Why?

Christianity began within a time period in the Roman Empire famously called the Pax Romana. It was a
period of military peace that |l asted for 200 years. F
They dulled the tensions between the many different peoples they had brought into the empire by making sure
that everyone within the empire was practicing the same form of state religion. They made the state religion as
pluralistic as possible, adopting into the state religion all of the different pagan gods of the different peoples
that made up the empire. This made the state religion adoptable by nearly everyone.

I say fAnearlyo everyone adopted the state religi
fit the mold, and thatwereasortof t horn i n Romeds side. These two r
The Jews and the Christians could not worship the Roman gods like everyone else without betraying their own
God who specifically forbade them to. However, although practitioners of both religions were unable to conform
to Roman society, Christians were harshly persecuted for their faith while the Jews were not. [A necessary
di gression: I dondt mean to say here that faiththeml J¢
historically have been persecuted for their entire existence. But things were different for the first three centuries
A.D. in which it was the Christians who were primarily persecuted for their faith.]

Once again, why is it that the first Christians were persecuted for their faith for 300 years? Why is it that
Christians were persecuted for their faith while the Jews were not? Christians died in large numbers for their
faith for three centuries, not so muchohétoamseot bhegr
culture, but because they followed a religion that d
everyone. While Judaism is a hereditary religion that is passed on within families, Christianity is a religion that
is meant to be spread. It is this precise reason that Christians were viewed as a particular threat to the
Romans, not because they lived differently, but becal
else alone. They were dead set on pulling everyone else into their little club, no matter the risk. And what is
more, they succeeded in what they set out to do, despite the persecution. Christianity was persecuted roughly
until the edict of Milan in 313 when it became legalized. After it became legalized the whole Roman world
became Christian. Pretty remarkable.

I share all of this with you to point out an enormously important fact that many of us fail to think about.
When Jesus, before ascending into heaven, commissioned his disciples to make disciples of all the nations he
meant it, and they took him as meaning it. We Christians lived for three hundred years in constant threat of
death all because we wouldnét just quietly practice ¢
needed to hear the truth that we have heard, and know the life that we know.

You would think that after three hundred years, sharing the faith would be so written into our DNA that it
would be completely second nature to all of us, but alas, then as now sharing the faith is a choice that we have
to make. The first Christians chose to both live their faith and share their faith because Jesus told them to. We
later Christians need to hear that great commissioning of our Lord with fresh ears and realize that it is meant
for us as well. If we call ourselves Christians then it is meant for us. This is an important time to share the
Gospel Brothers and Sisters. This is a time of strange openness that we need to take advantage of. People
who have not given Jesus a thought for years are thinking of him, and they are waiting for you to just say
somet hing to them. We donot have to be intrusive, w e
risk.
