some there are no memories. My fondest memory is of an evangelist who both N EXT
preached and illustrated the truth of God’s word as a chalk artist. The Good

News Gloucester revival gives all an opportunity for new memories.

Good News Gloucester is calendared for September 29 - October 4. It is being held at a neutral
site in a large tent on the Old Page Middle School grounds on Rt. 17. Tell people to look for the Big
Tent. Each night has a focus that encourages different groups to attend: Sunday - “Church Night.”
Monday - Sports Team night. Tuesday - First Responders & Military night, Wednesdays - Family
night, Thursday - Biker night, & Friday -Teacher and Student night. No school the next day.

There are two goals for the revival. One - to see people Saved through faith in Jesus Christ. Two -
To Unite churches in reaching out to Gloucester with the gospel. Over 20 churches have already
united in support, and 400+ people have indicated on Facebook that they are attending.

This is the first time in over thirty years that Gloucester churches have attempted such an event.
For that reason it is a learning experience for all involved. In anticipation of good results, plans for
years two and three are already in the works. An evaluation will follow this year’s event. Praise God
for fresh starts.

Here are a few suggestions to prepare for Good News Gloucester:

1. PRAY, PRAY, PRAY! God is merciful and answers prayers. Pray to get your heart right, and to
be used as a witness. Pray for the blessing of this event with good preaching, testimonies, music,
weather, and that many will be saved, placing their faith in Christ.

2. Invite, Invite, Invite! Who’s your one? We have invitation cards you can give as a reminder.
Take some with you on Sunday. A personal invitation is still the best “publicity.”

3. ATTEND, ATTEND, ATTEND! Check the weather for the right clothes and attend in anticipa-
tion of what God is going to do. Inclement weather backup plans are still being made.

4. Donate - NBC has already made a donation from our Outreach budget. Personal donations can
be made to Good News Gloucester through our church as a designated gift. No offerings will be
taken during the GNG revival services. There will be a donation bucket on site.

5. Volunteer - (A) As a Decision Counselor for the invitation. Training at Newington Saturday, Sep-
tember 21, 9:00 am. (B) Church Bus driver needed for overflow parking. (C) As a Greeter or Park-
ing Lot Attendant through the Gloucester Men’s Ministry.
