Alleluia! Christ IS Risen. 
He is risen indeed!

What great words those are to 
say friends? These words are words 
that we live in. The tomb is empty. 
Jesus did what he said he was going 
to do. As we now begin our season 
of Easter, I would encourage you to 
think about all the ways you sum-
marized the Gospel of Jesus Christ 
in seven words. The reason for 
this is because our lives are forever 
changed by Jesus’ life, death and 
resurrection. Since our lives have 
been changed, forever, we no longer 
need to fear that which binds us up. 

Think about our Easter gospel 
summary in seven words again, 
“Christ is risen. In him we rise!” 
This summary reminds us that 
since Jesus rose from the grave He 
will raise us above our guilt and 
shame, he will raise us above our 
selfishness and greed, because He 
gives us what we need, He raises us 
above resentment and anger, be-
cause He fills us with joy and peace. 
Doesn’t that just provide you with a 
sense of peace? Isn’t that a message 
that others must hear? 

Because Jesus IS Risen, you also 
will rise with him. Your life is for-
ever changed. You now have eter-
nal life. There is nothing the lord 
of death can do to you. Oh he will 
continue to cause you to doubt your 
new status as redeemed, forgiven 
child of God, every chance he can. I 
pray the cross and the empty tomb 
are a reminder for you that the lord 
of death—Satan, has already lost. 

The battle for your soul is over. 
Christ Jesus has won. 

May this good news empower, 
embolden, strengthen you to share 
with others this forever life chang-
ing news. I pray this good news of 
Jesus be in your hearts, minds and 
tongues as you go out this month 
and year. May your lives be a wit-
ness to this forever life change so 
others may come to know in the 
power of Jesus.

I know that we 
have been working through what it means to confess, what words we would use to 
describe what Jesus has done for us. I pray that our midweek services are helping you 
craft a statement of confession of who Jesus is if you were to be asked. As we’ve been 
talking throughout the weeks, if everything Jesus said or did was written down there 
wouldn’t be enough space in all the world to contain it all.  

 At the end of this month and the beginning of next month we will celebrate the 
greatest gift ever to be given to someone and that is everlasting lift through Jesus’ death 
and resurrection. We will celebrate and continue to celebrate Jesus’ gift of life to each one 
of us through faith in Him. As you reflect on this gift given to you by Jesus, I pray these 
words of the Apostle Paul help you in your response to why you believe, why you go to 
church. The words, “you will be saved,” give us complete hope in the resurrection. These 
words show us that Jesus gave up everything for us.  

 With this great news, with the celebration of the resurrection of Jesus at the very 
beginning of next month, we can share God’s great love with all those we come in 
contact with. Your daily lives are a confession to who God is by what he has done and 
how that changes the way you live your lives. Because of Jesus’ death and resurrection 
death has been defeated, death has been swallowed up and YOU NOW LIVE as forgiven, 
redeemed children of God. As children of God, you have the joy of sharing with others 
the hope that you have in Christ. You get to share with others that NOTHING can 
separate you from God’s love. You get to share with others that Jesus’ love for you 
ALWAYS wins. You get to share with others that Jesus’ death and resurrection gives them 
life.
