Less reliance on standardized tests in Georgia Senate proposal

A health committee of the Georgia House tabled a bill Tuesday that would allow dental hygien-
ists to practice in safety-net settings without a dentist present. But a hearing on House Bill 684
showed there was new dialogue between Rep. Sharon Cooper, chair of the House Health and Hu-
man Services Committee, and the Georgia Dental Association about the proposal. (Ga Trend)

“The draft hasn’t been used since the Vietham War, and most
voters hope to keep it that way. Just 29% of all voters think the
United States should have a military draft, although that is up
11 points from five years ago.” Along party lines, the position on
women being required to enlist in the military in the event of a
reinstitution of the draft is more evenly matched.
According to the poll, 53% of Republicans are against register
women, while 49% of Democrats hold the same position.
The prospect of registering women for the military draft arose
from top officers in the United States Army and Marine Corps
calling for it in the wake of pushes by the Obama administration
to place female troops in combat units.
But even if women generally oppose having to register for the
draft — and its original proposition was intended to prove a
point — there are sharp divisions on what is the proper course

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Georgia House passes
‘Pastor Protection Act’

Clergy could not be forced to perform a same-sex wedding
ceremony under legislation unanimously approved in the
Georgia House on Thursday.

House Bill 757, known as the Pastor Protect Act, sponsored
by Rep. Kevin Tanner, R-Dawsonville, passed 161-0 and now
goes to the Senate.

The bill, supported by House Speaker David Ralston,

R-Blue Ridge, moved easily after several lawmakers gave
impassioned, Scripture-based speeches on its behalf. Ralston
also made a rare appearance on the floor of the House to
support it.

Ralston pushed back on criticisms from fellow Republicans
that his bill does not go far enough. Other lawmakers are
proposing more extensive religious liberty bills. The House
speaker said he wanted to find common ground.

“I sometimes find myself worrying that the idea of focusing

on that which unites us instead of that which divides us is
becoming old fashioned and dated,” Ralston said. “And | think
that’s regrettable.”

The bill, he said, addresses real concerns of voters who
worried that the legalization of same-sex marriage would have
adverse effects.

“This bill shows that starting where there is agreement

and mutual trust can be much more productive rather than
spinning into what seems to be a bottomless chasm,” he said.
