In the blink of an eye, the weather changes, the birds start to flock, the kids are back in 
school and the trees begin their winter vacation.  
 

The Village hosted another Summerfest in Johnson Park on August 2nd. A huge thank 
you goes out to our committee volunteers and the Wheatland Recreation Dept. In addi-
tion to the Cornhole Tournament, vendors, entertainment, food, and the bike parade, 
we introduced a few new things. The Town of Wheatland sponsored a fun collection of 
inflatables, and the Monroe County SheriffΩs Department issued ID cards. There were 
lines of kids for both. 
  
The KidsMart booths were also a big hit. We had 13 young entrepreneurs selling their 
homemade wares. From temporary tattoos to 3-D fishing lures, they generated a lot of 
interest and maybe enjoyed a profit. WeΩll be hosting that again next year.  
The Committee included Abigal Timberlake, Amy Thomsen, Karina Shumanski, Rachael 
Cavalier, and Erica Zimber (and, maybe a couple of our spouses, as well).  
 

The second annual Greenway Cycle Challenge took place on September 13 th. This annu-
al event features a 10-mile bike ride on the Greenway, beginning at Canawaugus Park 
and ending in Avon. This is huge fundraiser for the Friends of the Genesee Vally Green-
way. The FOGVG and the Wheatland Trail Town Committee work tirelessly to preserve, 
promote and maintain the 90-mile trail that begins right here in Scottsville. Much thanks 
to CooperVision, Solitude Brewing Co., Rochester Bicycling Club, and Parks and Trails NY 
for their continued sponsorship for this event. Over 150 bicyclists participated; ranging 
in age from 3 – ур years old.   
 

The Village of Scottsville is continuing the process of updating the Comprehensive Mas-
ter Plan. Our current CMP was done about 20 years ago and many things have changed. 
 

One of the most vital tasks in developing this document is assessing the needs and de-
sires of the Village. To that end, we conducted a Village-wide survey earlier this year and 
collected some important demographic data. On Saturday, September 6, we also hosted 
an open house style Community Engagement event. We were delighted with the num-
ber of residents who participated and the feedback we received. Our next steps include 
assembling that information into a vision statement, and identifying the strategies to 
create a living and useful Comprehensive Master Plan.   
 

As we move into fall and winter, this newsletter contains valuable information that will 
help us navigate whatever nature decides to send us.

Roads were flooded, 
basements filled with water, 
and the DPW even had to res-
cue election workers from 
Johnson Park. 

While we cannot prevent every extreme weather event, 
there are steps we can all take to help reduce the impact.

The Village is home to many beautiful trees located in 
rights-of-way, parks, and other Village-owned proper-
ties. These trees provide shade, character, and countless 
benefits to our community. The majority of them are 
Silver Maples—a fast-growing species that quickly filled 
our landscapes and gave us a lush canopy. 
 

However, fast-growing trees often lack the sturdiness of 
slower-maturing species. Since many of these Silver Ma-
ples were planted around the same time, they are now 
reaching the end of their lifespan together. This means 
they are becoming unstable or dying at the same time 
as well. 
 

The photo below shows a recently removed tree. At first 
glance, it appeared tall, healthy, and full of life. In reali-
ty, it was dangerously compromised—just one strong 
windstorm away from falling and potentially causing a 
tragic event. To help prevent these risks, the Village 
works with a certified arborist who carefully evaluates 
tree health and liability before any removals take place. 
 

Unfortunately, you will see more trees coming down in 
the future. No one likes to remove trees, but please 
know that the Village consults with professionals to 
carefully assess and prioritize which trees pose the most 
concern. We also have a Forestry Board made up of 
dedicated and knowledgeable residents who work hard 
to help maintain and cultivate ScottsvilleΩs urban forest.
