
    Good morning all.  I can not believe that this week starts the begin-
ning of September!  We have not been together since March 15

th
 and it 

seems like a lifetime ago.  I pray that you are all well and taking care of 
yourselves during these most tumultuous times.  This pandemic has 
changed the entire world as we knew it.  It has made the church get the 
gospel message out in a different way, many of us have had to learn 

ZOOM for meetings and Bible study.  And we have had to learn our way around YouTube.  
Surely our world has changed over the past six months and we have had to change with it. 

It is difficult to change and we want at least our worship service to remain the same.  That 
just cannot happen.  In order to get back in the sanctuary and worshipping together, changes 
have to be made there, too.  Masks, social distancing, no hugs, no handshakes, no singing, 
NO COOKIES (WHAT!?!).  Thatôs right, we cannot take a chance that anyone will get the 
coronavirus from anything that we do. 

Thatôs why when you come to church on Sunday, things will look different:  ñXò on pews 
where we are not to sit, social distancing of six feet between families, serve-yourself          
communion so that you are the only person to touch the elements or cup.  All of this is         
because we care about YOU!  We do not want any more spikes in coronavirus so we are         
implementing several things that you can read in the article later in this issue.  

As I contemplate this message, I was reminded of John 13:3-16, where Jesus takes off his 
robe and washes the disciplesô feet.  This is a familiar passage to all of us.  There was no 
servant around to wash their feet, so Jesus took it upon himself and went about washing their 
feet; even Judas Iscariot had his feet washed!   

Max Lucado in the Encouraging Word Bible says ñIn this case the one with the towel and 
basin is the King of the universe.  Hands that shaped the stars now wash away filth.  Fingers 
that formed mountains now massage toes.  And the One before whom all nations will one day 
kneel now kneels before his disciples.  Hours before his own death, Jesusô concern is         
singular.  He wants his disciples to know how much He LOVES them.  More than removing 
dirt, Jesus is removing doubt.ò 

Afterward, Jesus discussed the meaning of His foot washing.  Jesus reminded them that 
the Master and Lord had just washed their feet, so no position should prevent them from     
doing it for someone else.  Jesus let them know that if the Master washed their feet, they 
ought to imitate Him.  His model was to be reproduced.  In fact, His example was much more 
powerful than a lecture about the principles of service.  Actions speak more loudly than words. 

Lucado further states:  ñBehold the gift Jesus gives his followers!  He knows what these 
men are about to do.  He knows they are about to perform the vilest act of their lives.  By

He wants them to realize those feet are still clean.  ñYou do not      
realize now what I am doing, but later you will understandò (v. 7). 

Remarkable.  He forgave their sin before they even committed it.  He offered mercy 
before they even sought it.ò

and gave his life that you may have everlasting life.

Office Hours:  Terri is now in the office on Mondays 9-12 noon and 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. during the 
rest of the week to receive offerings.  Please remember to send your tithes and offerings in to the 
church office.  Please give Terri a courtesy call if you plan to drop off your offering.  You may 
also continue mailing your offering into the office. 

Sunday School and Choir:  Adult Sunday school classes will resume on September 13th.  
There will be no choir rehearsals on Wednesday nor a choir on Sunday.  There will be no sing-
ing in worship but there will be meditative worship music of different forms during worship. 

Worship:  The sanctuary will look different when you come in to worship on September 6th. 
There will be social distancing, no hugs or handshakes.  We will be creative in saying hello to 
each other behind masks.  Remember that a mask will be required during service.  If you do 
not have a mask, one will be provided for you in the narthex.  

We understand:  If you feel unsafe in any way about returning to in-person worship, please feel 
free to stay home and watch the virtual worship that will be posted on Monday morning.  It will 
take some time to get the service from Sunday uploaded to YouTube, but it will be in your in-
box on Monday along with specific prayer concerns and announcements.
