NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of Review for the Town of Bloom, Richland County, Wisconsin, shall hold its first meeting on April 30, 2026, from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. at the Bloom Town Hall, 13775 County Hwy H, Hillsboro, Wisconsin.
Please be advised of the following requirements to appear before the Board of Review and procedural requirements if appearing before the Board:
1. After the first meeting of the Board of Review and before the Board’s final adjournment, no person who is scheduled to appear before the Board of Review may contact, or provide information to, a member of the Board of Review about that person’s objection except at a session of the Board.
2. No person may appear before the Board of Review, testify to the Board by telephone, or submit a sworn written statement of testimony to the Board unless, no later than 48 hours before the first meeting of the Board of Review, that person provides to the Clerk of the Board of Review notice as to whether the person will ask for removal of a Board member under Wis. Stat. §70.47(6m) and, if so, which member will be removed, and the person’s reasonable estimate of the length of time that the hearing will take.
3. When appearing before the Board of Review, the person must specify in writing the person’s estimate of the value of the land and of the improvements that are the subject of the objection and specify the information used to arrive at that estimate.
4. No person may appear before the Board of Review, testify to the Board by telephone, or contest the amount of any assessment unless the person has first contacted the assessor and attempted to discuss the assessment with the assessor.
5. The Board of Review may allow testimony by telephone or sworn written statement.
6. Objection forms for persons wishing to object to valuations under Wis. Stat. §70.47(7) shall be filed with the Clerk of the Board of Review prior to or during the first two hours of the first scheduled meeting of the Board of Review.
