From the Archives

50 years ago in The Journal,
February 1966

As part of a State Re-Dis-
tricting plan, the borough of
White Haven was moved into
a new state legislative dis-
trict with Freeland and Foster
Township, and the Hazleton
area. Dennison Township re-
mains in the Second District
with townships to the north.
The White Haven area as a
whole is being included in
the new 14th Senatorial Dis-
trict, including townships cit-
ies and boroughs south and
east of the Susquehanna Riv-
er — Wilkes-Barre, Pittston,
Nanticoke, Hazleton and 37
other communities in Luzerne
County. Carbon County will be
joined with Schuylkill County
to form the 29th District.

An application has been re-
ceived by the Luzerne Coun-
ty Zoning Board has been
received from Michael J.
McHugh of Wilkes-Barre for
re-zoning of a property on the
northwest corner of Berwick
and Elmira Streets to per-
mit the operation of a funeral
home.

Former White Haven Bor-
ough Council councilman and
president William Radley was
unanimously appointed to fill
the term of Kenneth Sipler,
who was elected, but moved
from the Borough before the
beginning of his term. Rad-
ley has a “vacation” of a little
more than a month before
returning. He was elected in
1961, served for four years
(as council president all four
years) and then was not a
candidate for re-election.

The Lights Committee of
White Haven Council decided
to install a mercury vapor light
at the Berwick Street railroad
crossing because train vibra-

tions keep putting the ordinary
streetlight out of commission.
Council agreed to hire a new
full time police office to re-
place Stanley Bruzgulis, who
resigned recently.

Dear Editor,

Last week, PennDOT an-
nounced it was moving for-
ward with plans to phase out
vehicle registration stickers in
lieu of “smart plate” automat-
ed license plate technology.
PennDOT estimates that this
changeover will save $3.1 mil-
lion.

While cost savings for
PennDOT are very import-
ant, we must also discuss its
impact on municipalities and
local police departments. I'm
concerned with the fact that,
in order for law enforcement
to utilize the “smart plate”
technology, each police cruis-
er must be equipped with an

$18,000 plate reader.

This additional expense will
place an undue burden on
Pennsylvania police depart-
ments. There are over 1,200
police departments in Penn-
sylvania, and the majority
have more than one cruiser.
This will present a significant
financial burden especially for
those in rural areas.

PennDOT has expressed
a willingness to offer grants
to assist departments in pur-
chasing of the new equip-
ment. However, it is unrealis-
tic to expect that the agency
will be able to provide enough
funds for all police depart-
ments. The projected savings

After repeating as Casey
Classic champions this season
and then capturing the NEPA
Scholastic Hockey League
Championship with a 3-2
overtime win over Wyoming
Area last week at the Toyota
SportsPlex, the Crestwood ice
hockey team has been invited
to return to the Flyers Cup.

New app could turn outdoor
enthusiasts into citizen-scientists

If you enjoy wildlife, fishing,
nature walks, paddle sports,
and other streamside activities,
Penn State’s College of Agri-
cultural Sciences now is giving
you a chance to parlay those
interests into becoming a citi-
zen-scientist by observing and
recording environmental and
ecosystem changes. The only
tool needed is a pencil or smart-
phone.

First Investigation of Stream
Health (FISH), a new activity
developed by the college’s Ag-
riculture and Environment Cen-
ter and Penn State Extension,
helps nature enthusiasts see
how the health of local streams
and the habitats around them
are changing over time- all
while taking part in the outdoor
activities they already love.

“FISH is a simple, family-
friendly activity that asks easy-
to-answer questions about what
you see around a stream,” said
Kristen Kyler, project coordi-
nator with the Agricultural and
Environment Center’s Lower
Susquehanna Initiative. “You
can participate using the pa-
per FISH survey...Thanks to a
newly developed mobile app,
you now also can use your
smartphone and an interactive
website.”

FISH originally was designed
to be completed on paper, but
environmentally focused app
developer Chesapeake Com-

mons, partnered with Penn
State to create a smart phone
app and website to make data
collection smoother and eas-
ier. Participants can get started
recording data by visiting the
FISH website at http://fishpro-
tocol.org.

Kyler noted that the free pro-
gram is useful for landowners
with a stream on their prop-
erty, as well as for concerned
citizen-volunteers interested in
observing a stream site on pub-
lic lands, such as community
parks. Stream sections most
likely to see dramatic change
over time are those that recently
have been restored, cleared of
invasive plants, have had trees
planted along the bank, have
had livestock fenced out, or
have been the focus of other
conservation-related projects.

“The real improvements we
have seen are in how the pro-
tocol has generated enthusiasm
in the participants,” said FISH
project co-coordinator Jennifer
Fetter, Penn State Extension
watershed and youth develop-
ment educator. “Landowners
are engaged in their stream res-
toration projects in new ways,
which we hope will lead to con-
tinued restoration on their (and
their neighbors’) properties.”

FISH was developed with
funding from the National Fish
and Wildlife Foundation through
two large watershed-focused

Creek Initiative and Greening
the Lower Susquehanna. Input
was provided by many partner
organizations.
