“We do not want to see dig-
ital signs up and down 940 or
115 for that matter,” vowed To-
byhanna Township supervisor
Anne Lamberton as residents
rallied against digital signage
in Tobyhanna Township during
the June 13 supervisors’
meeting.

Responding to an onslaught
of emails over prospective il-
lumination, supervisors took
proactive measures to avoid
a “project-driven ordinance”
by gauging resident and busi-
ness interest in forming an
overlay committee. Explain-
ing while progress is inevita-
ble, enforcing ordinances and
ensuring the integrity of the

region is paramount. There
are only two commercial ar-
eas where potential postings
could occur, at [-380 and
Route 940, and at [-80 and
Route 115.

“You have your ideas of how
you'd like to see your commu-
nity,” Lamberton said, adding,
“We want your input”

Agreeing professionals fa-
miliar with zoning and Penn-
DOT rules should assist,
Township  Engineer  Bob
McHale, Zoning Officer Mau-
reen Minnick and a member
of the planning commission
will assist the five to seven
member committee.

Police Foundation donor
dollars makes sense

Pocono Mountain Region-
al Police Commission solic-
itor Harry Coleman noted a
businessman’s intentions to
gift land to Pocono Moun-
tain Regional Police Foun-
dation, then buying it back
for $5,000, either for himself
or another entity “passed
the muster without question”
during the June 14 Pocono
Mountain Regional Police
Commission meeting.

Calling the concept a feat
of “financial gymnastics on
his [the donor’s] side of the
street,” the attorney applaud-
ed, “When the dust settles by
extension the good men and
women of this department are
better”

Not representing parties in
the transaction, he explained
the foundation, a nonprofit
501 (c) (3), is “separate and
apart from this body [Pocono
Mountain Regional Police

Department]” noting confi-
dence in the professionals
consulted.

Continuing to provide re-
sources for equipment and
programs not funded by the
police commission, Chief Wag-
ner called two electric bike pur-
chases of $2,400 each from
the organization, “a fantastic
tool for our bike unit officers.”

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Tobyhanna expands capability to include software support

I's no secret Tobyhanna Army
Depot likes to push the envelope
when it comes to reimagining its
classic depot-level maintenance
program to provide logistics sup-
port in line with the Army’s future
needs.

Operations around the world rely
on a blend of software and hard-
ware support to meet mission re-
quirements. It used to be all about
the hardware, which includes the
Reset, repair, and overhaul of
system components. Now, Team
Tobyhanna is collaborating with
the Software Engineering Center
(SEC) to expand its scope of ca-
pability to include mitigating risks
associated with cyber-attacks and
various threats to military weapons
systems. The SEC is part of the
U.S. Army Communications-Elec-
tronics Command.

“Tobyhanna set the stage for
the future a long time ago and now
it's here,” said John Howard, then
chief of the Information Manage-
ment Division. “To meet the needs
of our customers, we needed to
shift focus from just hardware re-
pair to include software repair.”

Anyone who operates Army au-
tomated information systems such
as computers and servers is fa-
miliar with Information Assurance
Vulnerability Alerts (IAVA) — no-
tices from U.S. Cyber Command
with actions to take regarding

potential risks to information tech-
nology systems. As cyber security
concerns become more prevalent
in the force, there’s a renewed
emphasis to attain a higher level
of compliance. Personnel here are
using innovative approaches to
adapt software technology to safe-
guard the warfighter’s information
environment.

This new partnership opens the
door for Tobyhanna to recruit em-
ployees and develop an organic
capability to execute work asso-
ciated with mitigating information
security weaknesses that expose
an organization to risk, according
to Jefferson Township resident
Dan Soderberg, IT specialist (pol-
icy and planning) in the Special
Project Office for Software Sus-
tainment. Tobyhanna started sup-
porting the software mission late
last year with two pilot systems
— MIDAS (Multiplexer Integration
and Digital Communications Satel-
lite Subsystems Automation Sys-
tems) and GCCS-A (Global Com-
mand and Control System-Army).
Fourteen systems are scheduled
to arrive by the end of the fiscal
year and there’s potential for up
to 40 more systems between now
and 2022.

Quality Assurance Analyst Deb-
orah Hussung (a resident of Lake
Ariel) is looking forward to working
with SEC to develop this new ca-
pability. “This is something totally
new for the depot,” she said. “We

have the opportunity to person-
alize the existing framework and
guidelines to make the IAVA pro-
gram our own.”

Dozens of IT specialists, new
hires, and depot employees have
accepted positions to support the
new mission. Work is distributed
among four functional areas: secu-
rity analysis, tester, configuration
management, and quality assur-
ance.

“I'm excited to be here,” said
Jermyn resident Mike Granville,
quality assurance analyst. “Work-
ing with SEC has been great. Most
of the software work is basically
the same; the challenge is getting
to know each system.”

Vacancies in the Information
Management Division are viewed
as an opportunity to bring in fresh
ideas and new talent — qualified
people who will enhance the mis-
sion, according to Howard.

Tobyhanna believes in strong
training programs that prepare
personnel for opportunities that
arise. To gain access to the C4ISR
systems, personnel must possess
industry standard certifications
and then complete system specific
training. Over time, technicians will
be able to build on existing knowl-
edge to apply their skills to differ-
ent systems.

C4ISR stands for command,
control, communications, comput-

ers, intelligence, surveillance, and
reconnaissance systems used by
the military.

“We’re embedding Tobyhanna
personnel with the current support
teams so they can learn the sys-
tems,” Soderberg said. “IT special-
ists here will validate an IAVA’s ap-
plicability to the target system and
then develop the modifications that
will mitigate that risk.”

Soderberg explained that per-
sonnel will be able to perform tasks
using a physical replica or virtual
facsimile of systems in the field.
There are costs involved to bring-
ing individual systems to NEPA. If
systems can be emulated in a vir-
tual environment, then Tobyhanna
can reduce those costs becoming
more efficient for the customer, he
added. “We are trying to enhance
the security posture of these sys-
tems as quickly as possible . . . to
keep things secure while keeping
them operational,” he said.

Software repair packages will
be tested at Tobyhanna then for-
warded to SEC for acceptance and
distribution to the forces in the field
for installation. “Employees sup-
porting the IAVA mission are im-
mediately closer to the warfighter
because they’re repairing the tools
needed in the field,” Howard said.
“Bringing the software repair in
helps us grow and maintain our
workforce strength far into the fu-
ture. It makes us more viable for
other organizations to seek us
out in the future to do this type of
work.”

To meet logistical requirements,
building space is being modern-
ized to house the IAVA effort.
Team members plan to move in
next year.

Scavello bill defining three-wheeled

“Autocycles” set to become law

Legislation sponsored by Sen-
ator Mario Scavello (R-40) to
establish a legal definition for in-
creasingly popular, three-wheeled
“autocycles” received final legisla-
tive approval and is headed to the
Governor to be signed into law.

Senate Bill 1108 will make
clearer the distinction between
these newly developed three-
wheeled vehicles with two forward
wheels and the more recognizable
three-wheeled, trike-style motor-
cycles which have been around
for many years. Models of the

newer vehicles include the Polaris
“Slingshot” and the Tanom Motors
“Invader.”

Specifically, the legislation will
define these vehicles as an auto-
cycle and register and title them
by creating a special designation
under the existing motorcycle def-
inition. However, individuals wish-
ing to operate an autocycle will be
permitted to do so with a Class “C”
driver’s license.

“This legislation will foster con-
formity with other states in the
region that have already adopted

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Game Commission burns to 1mprove wildlife habltat

Pennsylvania Game Com-
mission Northeast Region
Director Daniel Figured an-
nounces nearly 1,600 acres
of State Game Lands 141 in
Carbon County are sched-
uled to be treated using pre-
scribed fire during the week
of May 9.

Prescribed fire is a hab-
itat-enhancement tool that
can be used effectively to
promote oak forest regener-
ation by reducing competi-
tion from less desirable tree
species (such as black birch
and red maple) through a
controlled and slow-moving
fire. After fire moves through
an area, more fire-tolerant
oak trees and seedlings re-
main and become the dom-
inant species as the forest
matures. Oak acorns benefit
a variety of wildlife because
of their high nutritional value,
and are sought after as a fall
food source by several spe-
cies of birds and mammals as
they prepare for winter.

Of the 1,600 acres, 45
acres is owned by the De-
partment of Conservation
and Natural Resources Bu-
reau of State Parks (Lehigh
Gorge State Park). The two
agencies will be working to-
gether on this habitat project.

A cooperative agreement
with The Nature Conservancy
has allowed the Commis-
sion to use TNC leadership
and expertise in conducting
prescribed fire operations.
This agreement has helped
improve thousands of acres
wildlife habitat on game lands
in Pennsylvania.

Throughout prescribed-
fire operations, safety is the

primary consideration from
planning through implemen-
tation. The entire operation is
overseen by a “Burn Boss,”
who develops a detailed plan
required to be approved by
the Game Commission and
other agencies. Timing of
the burn is weather-depen-
dent and takes into account
the amount of moisture both
in the ground and the grow-
ing vegetation. Access to the
burn site is restricted to only
highly trained prescribed fire
personnel, and all necessary
local fire and emergency
personnel are notified in ad-
vance.

In the weeks prior to a burn,
an 8-foot-wide fire break is
established around the entire
area. Just prior to initiating
burn operations, a small and
easily extinguished “test fire”
burn is conducted to check

fire behavior and smoke-dis-
persal patterns. If the Burn
Boss approves the fire to
proceed, an experienced
crew made up of personnel
from the Game Commission
and other natural-resources
agencies uses a regimented
process to burn the site.
Work crews are assigned
to various jobs including in-
terior ignition, wind and tem-
perature  monitoring, and
perimeter containment using
specialized Utility Task Vehi-
cles, water packs, and a va-

riety of hand tools. As the fire
begins to burn out, areas with
flames near the perimeter are
extinguished and those on
the interior allowed to burn
out gradually. The entire area
is then closely monitored
over the next few days.

“The Game Commission
has been using prescribed
fire to improve wildlife habitat
for more than 10 years, with
outstanding results,” said
Figured. “Areas treated with
prescribed fire will not be a
pretty sight initially. However,

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Bureau of Forestry announces reward increase for info on Arson

The state Bureau of For-
estry today announced an in-
crease in the reward offered
in its ongoing investigation of
arson earlier this spring that
scorched more than 8,000
acres of woodlands on the
Monroe-Pike county line.

A reward totaling $15,000
now is being offered by the
bureau for information lead-
ing to arrests and convictions
in what investigators say
were two fires intentionally
set. Labeled the 16 Mile and
Beartown fires, the wildfires
were discovered April 20 and
burned through May 2 in Del-
aware State Forest.

“A private landowner af-
fected by the 16 Mile Fire
is increasing his reward to
$10,000, adding $5,000 to
his already offered reward,”

said Michael Kern, chief of
the bureau’s Division of For-
est Fire Protection. “Coupled
with DCNR’s standing reward
offer of $5,000, we’re hoping
this increased annoymous
donation will spur some new
leads in our investigation.”

“Circumstances in both
fires led us to an early conclu-
sion that they were the result
of arson,” Kern said. “Span-
ning almost two weeks and
burning across about 8,700
acres, these fires put lives
and property at major risk,
which is of great concern to
us.”

Cost has been set at $2
million for the wildfires in
which more than 100 bureau
personnel rotated in and out
of fire scenes. They were
assisted by federal, state

a Smokey Bear Hotshot fire-
fighting team from New Mex-
ico.

“Intentionally setting a wild-
fire is arson and we take that
very seriously. We are asking
anyone who may have in-
formation to come forward,”
Kern said. “Any information
offered on anyone or any-
thing suspicious observed in
that area will be treated with
utmost importance and strict-
est confidence.”

Information that could lead
to the reward can be for-
warded to bureau Special
Investigator Terry Smith, 717-
362-1472; terrsmith@pa.gov;
or by calling 570-895-4000.
Anonymous tips also will be
accepted but do not qualify
for the reward.

A Delaware State Forest
cabin colony was evacuated
and multiple state forest
roads were closed during
the fires, which burned two
leased cabins, three sea-
sonal homes and six outbuild-
ings. One firefighter received

a minor injury.

Fighting the fire was com-
plicated by rugged terrain,
windy, dry weather, and dead
trees left by gypsy moth in-
festations.

DCNR’s Bureau of Forestry
is responsible for protecting
Pennsylvania’s 17 million
acres of public and private
woodlands from damage by
wildfire.

property owners will receive
their state rebate and an ad-
ditional amount equal to 200
percent of the state rebate
from the school district.

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Amendment targets residential school property taxes via homestead exclusion

Senator Mario  Scavello
said Senate passage of a pro-
posed Constitutional amend-
ment marks a key step in
eliminating residential school
property taxes through home-
stead exclusion authority.

Currently, the Pennsylva-
nia Constitution allows local

taxing authorities to exclude
from taxation up to 50 percent
of the median assessed value
of homestead property within
the taxing district. House Bill
147 would increase the allow-
able exclusion to 100 percent.
If adopted, it would allow for
the elimination of residential

school property taxes via the
homestead exclusion.
“Passage of House Bill 147
takes the state constitution’s
existing property tax relief pro-
vision and builds on it to allow
for the complete elimination
of residential school property
taxes through the homestead

exclusion. This legislation is
an added tool to allow school
property tax elimination to be
directed at residential proper-
ties and protect individuals in
danger of losing their homes,’
said Scavello.

“| will continue to fight and
remain committed to the over-

all goal of full property tax
elimination with passage of
Senate Bill 76. However, after
two unsuccessful votes, in the
case that Senate Bill 76 does
not continue to gain increased
support we need to have other
alternatives that provide relief

Pocono Mountain Regional
Police detectives solved 13
burglaries after a two month
investigation, leading to the
arrest of Michael Joseph
Benson, 18 and Unique Rain-
ey, also 18, and three fam-
ily members at their Beech
Spring Drive, Lake Naomi,
Pocono Pines home on June
14. Homeowners in the area
had reported burglaries where
electronics, jewelry, cash and
alcohol were taken. Some of
these items were found while
conducting a search (with
warrant) of this home. Police
also found some personal
pot and drug paraphernalia.
The 18 year-olds are charged
with  criminal  conspiracy,
criminal trespass, theft and
criminal mischief. Michael Jo-
seph Benson is also charges
with burglary, and possess-
ing instruments of crime. His
parents and a sibling were
charged with pot possession.

Just after noon of 6-14, PM-
RPD was called to the Cloud
Crest apartments in Mt. Po-
cono because a woman was
shooting a gun at an apart-
ment there.

Witnesses told po-
lice Check started by banging
on the man’s apartment door,
calling for him to come out.

When he didn't, she went to
her SUV, got a black handgun
out, and shot the man’s car,
then fired shots into his apart-
ment. She then waited for him
to come out, and when he
tried, she began shooting at
him until she ran out of ammo.
PMPRD detectives located

a surveillance system near-
byconfirming witnesses ac-
counts, showing Check driv-
ing into the lot, stumbling out
of her SUV, appearing visibly
intoxicated. The video shows
her shooting at the man’s car.

Police located the gun un-
der a car in the parking lot.
Check was arrested, but start-
ed to act up. She began to
fight with police and spit on
them as they attempted to
restrain her. Search warrants
were obtained for her SUV.
A crack pipe, a gun holster,
and evidence of a day-long
drinking binge were found.
Police at the scene also col-
lected shell casings, and in
the apartment, the bullets. Re-
cords indicated that she had
her driving license suspended

due to DUI offenses, and also,
that she had no permit to car-
ry a handgun in PA. She was
taken to the Monroe County
jail, where she was booked,
then arraigned before the
on-duty Magistrate, who set
bail at a million dollars. Check
is charged with attempted ho-
micide, risking a catastrophe,
aggravated assault and relat-
ed, terroristic threats, gun vio-
lations, reckless endangering,
resisting arrest, public drunk-
enness, and more.

A Carbon County man
identifying himself as John
Large called PA State Police
— Lehighton on 6-13 about 1
p.m. to talk with a Trooper re-
garding an incident that hap-
pened in Lansford between
Large and his ex-wife over the
weekend. Large started to be-
come agitated, and threated
the Trooper and then all of the
personnel at the barracks. He
then hung up. At 7:49 p.m.,
Large called back, talking with
another Trooper — asking for
the first man, then making
threats again before hang-
ing up. Large called again
at 8:25 p.m., talking with the
second Trooper, telling him
that he knew of multiple ac-
tive warrants out for him, and
that he was NOT going back
to jail. He then stated he was
going to do some kind of big
attack. This led police to start
a full search for Large, and
then located his cell phone
in Vermont. With the help of
Vermont State Police, Large
was found in Washington, VT,
just outside Barre. He was ar-
rested there without incident.
Large was arraigned on 6-15,
and had to be removed from
the courtroom after he threat-
ened the judge, and was dis-
orderly outside the courtroom.

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6-16. Police found that a 73
y/o Galeton, PA, driver had
been speeding and missed a
curve at the bottom of a hill,
bouncing his ‘03 Buick off a
guiderail and then spinning it
into a tree. Police found the
Buick rubber side up against
a fence. The car was heavi-
ly damaged, the driver had a
minor injury, and was taken
by West End EMS to Pocono
Medical Center for evaluation.
PSP sent along a ticket for
unsafe driving/speeding. PSP
also did a check for warrants,
and learned that the man is
a Megan’s Law offender, and
had failed to register his ve-
hicle per the rules of that law.

There were two fatal car
crashes on the Pocono Pla-
teau this past week.

Call
them at 570 895-2400 to help
the investigation.

PSP-F responded to a
crash off westbound Inter-
state 80 in Kidder Township
at mm276.3 — just west of
the exit for the PA Turnpike
at about 9:47 a.m. on 6-18.
The crash killed a 17 y/o pas-
senger in an ‘08 Hyundai Ti-
buron.
