Penn Forest 
Park nears 
opening

August’s Penn Forest Town-

ship supervisors’ meeting 
covered key details of the fu-
ture of the expanded Penn 
Forest Township Park as the 
contractor completes its field 
grading work. The job should 
be done this month, barring 
bad weather (which we did 
get mid-month). Seeding and 
sod placement was underway 
mid-month as this article was 
written. 

The Park and Recreation 
Board sent a list to super-
visors of plans and ideas, 
some of which were devel-
oped after meeting with area 
sports organizations. One of 
these was to skip the sod in-
stallation in the infield of the 
“Babe Ruth” field so other 
types of ball teams can use 
that infield. Both supervisors’ 
chairman Butch Reiner and 
Scott Lignore pointed out the 
contract is nearly complete, 
so the sod will go in, then 
plans for other changes can 
be made to be started on next 
spring.

the public portion of the meet-
ing were opposed to the wind-
mill farm. Resident Marcus 
Laurence submitted a letter 
saying that he was planning to 
form a citizens group to look 
at the township ordinances 
related to windmills. The idea 
was encouraged. 

Resident Jack Englehart 
was concerned about the 
fire safety issues that wind-
mills present, and that there 
would be 300 acres of for-
ests cleared, and nearly 16 
miles of roads built. He sug-
gests setbacks from the tow-
ers should be two miles, and 
fears this project will drop 

property values  “between 20 
and 40%... depending on how 
close …” the home is to the 
towers. 

The next speaker noted that 
there were nearly 4,800 prop-
erties within two miles of the 
proposed windmill tower sites. 
And the final speaker was 
concerned that there would 
be low helicopter overflights 
to de-ice the windmills when 
needed. He wants safety ordi-
nances. 

Township solicitor Tom 
Nanovic reminded all those 
speaking out on the Atlantic 
Wind proposal for the Bethle-
hem Water Authority property 
to be in contact with the town-
ship’s Zoning Hearing Board. 
The next ZHB meeting has 

the proposed Bethlehem Wa-
ter Authority windmills project 
(Atlantic Winds) on its agen-
da, and will be held at the 
Penn Forest Twp. Volunteer 
Fire Co.’s hall on August 25 
starting at 6 p.m. 

Even with the above, the 
August 1 meeting was short 
for the 15 citizens who joined 
supervisors, press and staff 
there. Supervisors made short 
work of the agenda – start-
ing by being unanimous in 
approving allowing township 
Fire Police to assist with traf-
fic around the United Dream 
Ride on Sept. 18. 

Roadmaster Reiner report-
ed that the line painting of 
township roads will be done 
early in August. 

Garbage permit deposits 
from all funds from the 2015-
16 year totaled $363,604. 
The new permits season, 
which started in July, has sold 
$190,822 so far. Late fees now 
apply. The Transfer Station col-
lected $1,262 in July for bulk 
items, and hosted a success-
ful electronics recycling day 
on July 16 that filled the truck 
by 10 a.m. so a second truck 
was needed — total cost for 
the event was $1,530. Issues 
over Transfer Station staff not 
helping with heavy bags were 

aired. The staff is not permit-
ted to lift items — they are not 
supposed to help at all except 
with the handicapped and el-
derly. A suggestion to not ac-
cept heavy bags was not act-
ed on. 

It was noted that the agree-
ment with Blue Ridge Cable 
expires at the end of this year. 

In code officer Kathryn For-
ry’s report, she issued 23 zon-
ing, 14 building (1 new home) 
and 3 septic permits, as well 
as 6 zoning and 6 building cer-

tificates of occupancy. Inspec-
tions were 30 for zoning, 69 
UCC and 28 septics. The spe-
cial exception application for 
Marley Demarest was heard, 
and approved before the Zon-
ing Hearing Board. BIA attend-
ed the Atlantic Wind special 
exception hearing about the 
windmill farm on July 21 and 
will attend on August 5. 

From the Treasurer’s Re-
ports, Penn Forest has 
$2,769,417 in the gener-
al fund and $1,021,740 in 
the PLGIT fund. The total 
of all monies on deposit is 
$7,183,361. Plans are to meet 
with representatives of PLGIT 
and Mauch Chunk Trust about 
future deposit plans. 

Bills approved from July 
were $50,265 from the gen-
eral fund, including two pay-

ments of $13,750 to the 
township’s two fire compa-
nies. Other bills of note are 
$3,342, $947 and $220 to 
Barry Isett & Assoc. (BIA) for 
engineering and professional 
services, $2,523 to US Trea-
sury for payroll taxes, $1,962 
to Malkin Court Reporters for 
the Atlantic Wind hearings, 
$1,796 to Carbon County 
for 911 services, $1,702 for 
staff’s health and vision in-

surance to Highmark, $1,323 
for the PSATS UC Group Trust 
payment, $844 to ALTEK for 
the copiers service contract, 
plus 29 smaller bills. 

From the Liquid Fuels/roads 
fund, DeAngelo Brothers was 
paid $21,232 for line painting 
and Five Star Equipment $786 
to repair the John Deere trac-
tor, from total bills of $22,326. 
Sanitation drew $11,384 for 
July payroll,  and $14,727 was 

paid to Waste Management 
for garbage hauling, $1,702 
to Highmark for health and vi-
sion, $1,530 for electronic re-
cycling day, $368 to Solomon 
Container, and eight other 
small bills for a total spent of 
$30,291. Custom Contracting 
was paid $150,790 for pay-
ments pack #3 of their park 
work, and $306 in smaller 
bills came from the Parks &

As the hearings about the 

Bethlehem Water Authority’s 
proposed electricity generat-
ing windmills farm move to-
ward citizens’ comments, I’ve 
been considering the bottom 
line impact to both the Author-
ity and Penn Forest Township 
and its property owners. I’ve 
done some rough numbers, 
and I fail to see how the ben-
efits to the Authority and its 
customer base in Bethlehem 
outweigh the risks. 

The Bethlehem Water Au-
thority’s purpose is to pro-
vide reliable water service to 
its customers in that city. The 

water is to be clean and safe. 
Anything else that they do is at 
the discretion of the appoint-
ed board members. This elec-
tric generating scheme falls 
upon the heads of the current 
group of politically connected 
people who have allowed this 
proposal to land on Penn For-
est Township’s doorstep, and 
threaten the quality of life of 
thousands of property owners 
here.

What makes destroying 
pristine forests to erect huge 
power towers attractive to the 
Authority is the promise of a 
steady, though low, six figure 
annual payment. I believe that 

almost all of that money is go-
ing to be eaten up in lawyer 
costs for years.

I see the reduction in prop-
erty values that are the likely 
effect of the erection of these 
towers as a taking, in the le-
gal sense, which allows the 
property owner recourse in 
the courts. Every affected 
property owner could sue, 
meaning the BWA could be 
facing thousands of lawsuits, 
so some serious legal costs, 
never mind any payouts.

There are some rumblings 
that the proper buffer distance 
between windmills of the size 
proposed by Ibderoula is a 
mile to even two miles from 
homes. The nearest ones are 
half a mile away.

There are other designs of 
electricity generating wind-
mills that would be smaller 
and far less intrustive.

Environmental Protection Triumphs:  
Coal Refuse Energy and Reclamation Tax Credit a Winner
 by Senator John Yudichak

The recently enacted state 
budget package includes a 
critical new tax credit that will 
bolster efforts to reclaim land 
scarred by coal mining.   The 
Coal Refuse Energy and Rec-
lamation Tax Credit is a victo-
ry for those of us who want to 
use both technological inno-
vation and tax incentives to 
clean up the environment and 
produce affordable, home-
grown energy.

Under the new law (Act 84 
of 2016), electric generation 
plants that use coal refuse for 
fuel are eligible for a $4 per 
ton tax credit.   In Fiscal Year 
2016-17, $7.5 million in cred-
its will be available.  Beginning 
in 2017-18, the amount of tax 
credits rises to $10 million.  

The tax credits are import-
ant on their own, but they are 
only part of the story.  The coal 
refuse industry will be able to 
use the credits to leverage pri-

vate dollars and exponential-
ly grow their investments.   In 
northeastern Pennsylvania, 
companies like Panther Creek 
Energy in Nesquehoning, 
Carbon County are poised to 
employ these new tax credits 
to clean up more coal refuse 
piles, restore more environ-
mentally degraded land and 
create more jobs.

The energy generation tax 
credits provide another tool 
that can be used to spur en-
vironmental protection while 
creating new economic op-
portunities.   Given that the 
waste coal electric generation 
industry is already an import-
ant part of our economic mix, 
the shrewd use of the new tax 
credits will likely increase em-
ployment in an industry that 
has 3,800 in its workforce to-

day.   Plus, with the tax credit 
serving as an incentive, we 
can build on the 200 million 
tons of refuse coal that has 
already been removed from 
land in Pennsylvania.  

The ability of Pennsylva-
nia to pivot from its course 
of accepting large swaths of 
mine-scarred land and piles 
of waste coal as an environ-
mental fact and instead enter 
a new era focused on land re-
cycling and restoration is im-
portant to our future.  In both 
the anthracite and bituminous 
coal regions of the state, there 
is a real need to dive into poli-

cy solutions that reverse years 
of indifference in this regard.  

The utilization of the tax 
credit for using refuse coal 
and recovering land is only 
one step that can be taken 
and will help us build upon 
the remarkable work being 
done by Earth Conservancy 
in Luzerne County.  The Earth 
Conservancy has secured 
$40 million that has helped 
reclaim thousands of acres of 
former mine lands and restore 
miles of waterways polluted 
with acid mine drainage. 

Our work with environmen-
tal advocates and economic 

professionals has challenged 
the myth that economic devel-
opment and natural resource 
protection are mutually exclu-
sive.   We have demonstrated 
that the proper economic/en-
vironmental balance can be 
achieved when recovering 
mine scarred lands.  

The new Coal Refuse and 
Reclamation Tax Credit will 
have a profound impact on our 
environment and our econom-
ic future, serving as a catalyst 
for robust economic develop-
ment as well as increasing ef-
forts to preserve and protect 
our environment.
