Edgar Allan Poe Poetry Award, and six Pushcart Prize nominations. Her poems appear in numerous
magazines, including Nimrod, Prairie Schooner, Mid-American Review, Best of Literary Journals, and
Poet Lore. Her poetry, along with that of other Virginia poets laureate, is featured in two art installations

at the McLean Metro Station in Northern Virginia. An abstract artist, Dr. Kreiter-Foronda’s paintings

and sculpture have been exhibited in galleries, educational settings, and nursing homes throughout the state
of Virginia.
