This monthõs sign up for this Fallõs òDinner for 8ó Groups is a picture into the excitement and joy of 
the early Biblical Church where òthey gathered together in peopleõs homes and broke bread with 
glad hearts, and then they spread the food and love to those in need!ó (Acts 2:41-47) 
 
Signing up for the Fall òDinner for 8ó is simple and a symbol. Simply call or email Wendi in the 
church office by August 18th, and tell her 1) if itõs you or you plus more people and 2) if you want to 
be in a home-meeting group or a restaurant-meeting group. Itõs that simple to join a group that will 
meet once a month in September, October, and November (or beyond if your group decides to keep 
going). 
 
Getting involved is also a symbol where youõre celebrating that the Church is not a building, the 
Church is òthe fellowship of believers where the Gospel is rightly preached and the sacraments are 
administered in accordance with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.ó (Check out that very wording stated in 
the 16th century confessions of faith by the Lutheran reformers, especially Article VII of the 
Augsburg Confession that was a testimony of our Biblical Christian faith set before the emperor.)  
 
Opportunities to be the Church and get involved are plentiful! There are not only upcoming new 
semesters of Sunday School classes, SIP Groups, and Book Club studies, but there are ongoing 
opportunities with teams that plan ministries (committees) and do ministries, like Firehouse Shelter, 
Black Belt Regional Missions, First Priority Clubs, Worship assistants, numerous local missions, 
property care, security team, our Helping Hands team that helps one another ranging from 
changing air conditioning filters in someoneõs home to 23 people showing up to help some members 
completely move out and into a new place in 2 hours, which happened this past Saturday and has 
happened a number of times before!  
 
We are the ones in whom the Risen and Living Christ dwells! Therefore, we are the Body of Christ! 
And the Body of Christ is the Church!   
 
Going forth from our congregation are not only multiple Pastors & Public Servants of Godõs Word 
who grew up at, went to seminary from, and/or were deployed by our congregation (Matt 
Dampier, Patrick Darnell, Philip Dearing, Amanda DeGreen, Kelly Mongoven Easton, Scott Elliott, 
and Kathy Stepanski) but we also have multiple members who are listening for Godõs direction 
while currently studying and preparing to publicly serve Godõs kingdom with Godõs Word of Life.

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Day 4 of Creation

God gave 
us a rhythm to life of work, then rest in 
Him. The best way to refuel is to spend 
time with God, worshiping him with other 
believers, reading our Bibles, and talking 
and listening to our Heavenly Father.  
 
We went back to Christian Service Mission 
for more donation sorting. Did we mention 
that they fill us up on snacks after we 
work? What a great place to serve!

We delivered 11 flower arrangements in jars painted by the youth and kids to 11 of 
our CtK seniorôs homes in Riverchase, Helena, Alabaster, Calera, Inverness, and 
Hoover! We prayed with each household. Our youth and kids prayed some beauti-
ful prayers. We were delighted that many of our brave seniors invited our crew of 
20 youth, kids, and adults into their homes for a short visit.  

We did a recap of all 7 days of creation, spent time in our 
weekly prayer circles, and then began our end of summer 
celebration with an inflatable water slide. We are all tired 
from the summer, but we already have kids asking when 
SOS camp starts again!
