Dear Christ the King Family,

memberships, we are lingering in the light of the Incarnation. Weôre still in the Twelve Days of Christmas 
(December 25 - January 5) at CtKðand thatôs very good news for a brand-new year. 
 
These last days of December and early days of January carry a unique rhythm. Some activities pause, 
others resume, and many of us are catching our breath after a full and faithful year. We worship on the 
two Sundays of the Christmas season, gather for Sunday School across generations, and step into the new 
year togetherðgrounded in Word, Sacrament, prayer, and community.

As we stand at the doorway of a new year, our vision remains steady: All people will know God 
personally through Jesus Christ. Thatôs not a sloganðitôs our shared calling. And I am so thankful to live 
that calling with you. 
 
May the peace of Christðborn in Bethlehem, reigning as King, and present among usðguide your days, 
steady your hearts, and fill this new year with hope.
