Hill Country Underground Water Conservation District 
This property is located within the Hill Country Underground Water Conservation District.
The purpose of the district is to conserve, preserve, recharge, control subsidence, protecting and preventing wase of groundwater in the aquifers and to implement proper management techniques to address local groundwater conditions within Gillespie County. 
· All wells must be permitted for Commercial use and the cost for the Existing Well Application is $1,000.00

Gillespie County Permitting 
Gillespie County does not have a Development Department, rather, they consist of several different departments that may assist with Development.
· Gillespie County Rural 9-1-1 Addressing
· The property must obtain an address if it does not already have one.
· Gillespie County On-Site Sewage Facilities/Septic Permits/Floodplain office.
· This department is responsible for permitting septic systems of on-site sewage facilities as well as all developments located within a floodplain.
· If the property is located within a floodplain they must submit documentation to the County in the form of a permit found here. 
As far as development, Gillespie County has recently adopted subdivision regulations (12-19-22), however, these regulations only apply to subdivision of property or manufactured home rental communities.

ERCOT, Electric Reliability Council of Texas
Manages the flow of electric power to more than 27 million Texas customers – representing 90 percent of the state’s electric load. ERCOT is a membership-based 501(c)(4) nonprofit corporation, governed by a Board of Directors and subject to oversight by the Public Utility Commission of Texas and the Texas Legislature. Its members include consumers, cooperatives, generators, power marketers, retail electric providers, investor-owned electric utilities, transmission and distribution providers and municipally owned electric utilities. 
· Battery Energy Storage
· The Battery Energy Storage initiative addresses integration of battery Energy Storage Resources into the ERCOT system.

· This process does require permitting with ERCOT.

TCEQ, Texas Commission on Environmental Quality
TCEQ is a Commission on Environmental Quality and acts as the environmental agency for the State of Texas. They strive to protect the State’s public health and natural resources consistently with sustainable economic development. Their goal is clean air, clean water, and the safe management of waste. 
· TCEQ provides grants for NTIG (New Technology Implementation Grant) through TERP (Texas Emissions Reduction Plan) and several battery storage systems have obtained grants for their development.

TXDOT, Texas Department of Transportation
TXDOT is a department of the State that consists of 25 districts that oversee construction and maintenance of state highways. 
· Harper Texas is located in the Austin District, however, the closest TXDOT office is in Fredericksburg, Texas
· FM 2093 is a TXDOT controlled roadway. 
· Installation of a driveway will require an approved permit.
